The Time is Now to Help Shape the Future of Recreation in Mammoth Lakes!

RECSTRATS is the process recommended by the Town’s Recreation Commission and approved by the Town
Council to define “A vision for recreation in Mammoth Lakes and a strategic plan for its implementation.” The
RECSTRATS implementation plan process will use the community’s input to identify projects, programs and
services needed to achieve the seven core strategies identified in RECSTRATS. It will begin to categorize and
link the identified needs and opportunities and will provide the framework for defining funding options for
implementation. Strategic Marketing Group (SMG) will develop the strategy and facilitation of the RecStrats
implementation plan process.

The first workshop: RECSTRATS 101 begins at 4:00 p.m. today at the Mammoth Lakes Community Center,
located at 1000 Forest Trail. The first workshop will be an introduction to RECSTRATS and will establish the
ground rules and format for the process. It will provide recommendations for preparing for the future topic-
specific workshops and will outline issues and expectations of the process.

The first of the topic-specific workshops is scheduled for Thursday, March 3, 2011 titled “Municipal Sports and
Recreation.” This includes anyone that uses parks (Shady Rest Park, Mammoth Creek Park, Volcom Brothers
Skatepark, etc), Town facilities (Whitmore Pool/Mammoth Ice Rink) and participates in the many
programs/camps offered by the Recreation Department, and the Mammoth Unified School District. Youth
sporting organizations that receive funds from the Town or complete a Facility Use Agreement and have
compelling recreation needs, resource issues or innovative ideas for their organization should plan on
participating in the collegial, fun and interactive workshop.

New Inyo National Forest Supervisor Named

Ed Armenta has been selected as the next Forest Supervisor for the Inyo National Forest. Currently Armenta is
the District Ranger of the Payson District of the Tonto National Forest in Arizona. Born and raised in Southern
California, Armenta graduated from Humboldt State University in 1983 with a degree in Wildlife Management.
He began working for the Forest Service as a wildlife biologist trainee on the Plumas National Forest in
Northern California in 1981, and moved to the Sequoia National Forest in 1990. He was then promoted to
Arizona serving as a Deputy District Ranger on the Prescott National Forest before becoming a District Ranger
on the Tonto National Forest in 2000. During his last 10 years as District Ranger he also spent time on details
as Acting Forest Supervisor on both the Lincoln and the Kaibab National Forests, in New Mexico and Arizona
respectively.

Forest Service officials have noted that Armenta is particularly strong in working collaboratively with others to
find common ground solutions and working in team settings. He has been actively engaged in EEO and Civil
Rights programs, and has a strong fire and fuels management background. Ed and his wife Tambra have three
grown daughters and one granddaughter. A reporting date for Armenta has not been set yet, but it is
anticipated to be this spring. Ed will replace Jim Upchurch who transferred to the Coronado National Forest
in October of last year. Jon Regelbrugge will continue to serve as Acting Forest Supervisor until Armenta
arrives.

Third Shady Rest Recreation Planning Meeting Postponed

The Inyo National Forest received an OHV grant from the State of California to support recreation planning
efforts for the “Shady Rest” area within the Town of Mammoth Lakes. The planning process is designed to
address year-round motorized use while considering the needs of non-motorized users in the immediate and
surrounding area, and the potential impact of proposed geothermal development. The desired outcome of the
planning process is to design, review, and approve the development of a new motorized staging area.
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Planning meetings held on February 10 and 17, 2011 were well attended, highly productive, and have
achieved the goal of identifying several potential sites to design and construct a motorized staging area. The
Forest Service, in consultation with meeting attendees, has elected to cancel the third meeting planned for
Thursday, March 3, 2011. In the coming weeks Forest Service staff will be using information generated from
the two planning meetings to develop a proposed action to be released to the public in the spring or summer
of this year. Upon release of the proposed action, a scoping meeting will be held and the public will be invited
to review and discuss the proposed new staging area and alternatives prior to conducting environmental
analysis as required by the National Environmental Policy Act. Questions about the project can be directed to
District Recreation Officer, Jon Kazmierski, by calling (760) 924-5503 or jkazmierski@fs.fed.us.

Egress Route from Sherwins to Public-Access Easement at Ranch Road Gate is Ready to Go!

Thanks to a partnership between The Chadmar Group (developer of Snowcreek Vll), the Town of Mammoth
Lakes (TOML), and the Mammoth Lakes Trails and Public Access Foundation (MLTPA), a legal route leading
backcountry skiers and snowboarders from the base of the Sherwin Range back to town has been marked with
directional signage. The egress proceeds along a designated route across the Snowcreek Golf Course and
terminates on the north side of the gate across Ranch Road via a public easement around the gate’s west side.
Winter recreationists are urged to follow this legal route across the Snowcreek Golf Course, as it is the sole
legal egress route to town from the Sherwin Range between Mill City to the west and the Borrow Pit to the
east. Travel across any other portion of the Snowcreek Golf Course, which is a private holding, is prohibited
and users may be cited for trespassing. The Snowcreek egress route is the result of a two-year decision-
making process and is a component of the adopted Snowcreek VIII Master Development Plan. Please respect
the rights of homeowners and private-property interests and assist your fellow backcountry enthusiasts in
reinforcing the value of this route for the long term by following the installed signage across the Snowcreek
Golf Course as you exit the Sherwins.
